A new schedule for daily mass begins tomorrow: 
 

Mondays, Wednesdays, Saturdays:  8AM at St. Colette Church 
Tuesdays, Thursdays, Fridays:  8AM at St. Cecilia Church 
 
There is currently no change to the schedule for Saturday vigil and Sunday masses. 
 
 
Beginning this Monday, August 31, we will be celebrating only one mass from 
Monday morning through Saturday morning. I have already talked with the morning 
mass crowd about this change, and I appreciate very much their flexibility in this 
matter. I know it is not easy, but St. Cecilia and St. Colette are only 8 minutes apart 
by car so distance is a small issue. Also, the St. Cecilia morning mass crowd is about 
50 people, and the St. Colette morning mass crowd is about 30. So, there is definitely 
room for everybody.  
 
The most important issue in my mind is unity.  If we are supposed to be unified as a 
parish, we should be able to pray together at mass.  Having two separate masses at 
the same time in a unified parish is not very unifying. Beginning August 31, here is 
the schedule of daily masses: 
• Monday:  St. Colette (3900 Meadow Drive, Rolling Meadows) – Fr. John 
• Tuesday: St. Cecilia (700 S. Meier Road, Mt. Prospect) – Fr. Gene 
• Wednesday: St. Colette – Fr. Charlie 
• Thursday: St. Cecilia – Fr. Gene 
• Friday: St. Cecilia – Fr. John 
• Saturday: St. Colette – Fr. Charlie.  Confessions follow in English and Spanish. 
 
I had four listening sessions over the last few weeks, two at St. Colette and two in at. 
Cecilia. They were very positive, and I learned a lot about the history and culture of 
the parishes. I wanted to share some of the comments people made.
